Silver-haired Bat

Lasionycteris noctivagans

clawed feet for grasping

flap of skin between their legs ceiling of roost

and tail called the uropatagium

and is also covered in fur \

thumb

relatively large ears that
are rounded on the top

' short and blunt snout
/ with vertical nostrils

\ small, shar P

teeth

medium-sized bat
with a wingspan
reaching a foot wide

Long, thin piece juts up in front
of each ear, called a “tragus”
which helps with echolocation.
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
